Additionally,
as remote initiatives become more common, new challenges have emerged, such as addressing issues stemming from the
use of Al generators like ChatGPT.

The primary objective of this research conference is to revisit various challenges related to learning support for student
success and provide a platform for sharing accumulated insights among learning support professionals in the face of
unpredictable difficulties. We invite numerous researchers and practitioners to participate in this event.
